APRIL 7, 2018- CARDINAL CENTER – MARENGO

President Doug Gormley called the meeting to order at 10:36 a.m.  Secretary Noreen Snively called the roll and the following Officers and Directors were present:

O.S.T.A. Vice President Bob Caplinger, Treasurer Courtney Haning, SW Zone Directors Jeff Schlichter and Tim Hunsaker, NE Zone Director Ron Arter, NW Zone Director John Mueller, SE Zone Directors Steve Corwin and Tonya Bluhm McCauley, Youth Director Dave Schock, Foundation Chairman Dennis Filo, A.T.A. Delegate Roger McNamer, 1st Alternate A.T.A. Delegate Clyde Findley, 2nd Alternate A.T.A. Delegate Michael Blair and Past President Marty Miller.  Absent:  NW Zone Director Tony Gioffre and Museum Director Betty Peterson.

Everyone reviewed the minutes from the February meeting.  Bobby Caplinger moved to accept the minutes as written.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer Courtney Haning presented his financial report indicating a balance of $89,952.56 at the end of February. A new CD was purchased on February 10th for $75,000.00.  One of the current CD’s matures on April 8th.  That CD will be cashed out and not renewed. After discussion, John Mueller moved to reinvest $50,000.00 on a new CD, time and rate to be determined.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously.  Courtney agreed to follow up with Bob Stuart and Luke Spengler regarding the payment from Cardinal Center for the purchase of the voice calls.  Director Schlichter moved to accept the treasurer’s report as presented.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously.

A.T.A. Delegate Roger McNamer has his latest newsletter posted on the O.S.T.A. website.  To review the A.T.A. financial report, shooters can go to www.ata.com.  The Dixie Grand is scheduled for October 2nd to the 7th.  The new All-American point system is going to reduce the number of shoot-offs required.  The board briefly discussed the AAA category for the All-Ohio Team and the Zone Teams and agreed it was not an option they would consider.

From 11:05 a.m. to 11:15 a.m., President Gormley requested that the board go into executive session.  At 11:16, Secretary Snively passed out Zone Shoot packets for the Directors.  She included the trophies for the handicap event, letters for the Zone Team members and alternates to be handed out with a hat, forms & worksheets for listing the teams, voting ballots, classification forms, raffle tickets and signs, as well as All-Ohio Team applications.   Noreen also provided the members with extra Zone Shoot programs. 
Youth Director Dave Shock let the board know that the ice cream provided by the O.S.T.A. for S.C.T.P. will be delivered at 3 p.m. Monday.  The youth teams have been updated and are posted on the O.S.T.A. website as well as the youth schedule.  Dave took an inventory of the unclaimed Centerburg trophies and they will be posted on the website.

The board discussed the budget for trophies and Jeff Schlichter moved to increase the budget of $22,000.00 to $24,000.00.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously. The 2018 Centerburg trophies have arrived and arrangements were made to 

be sure they are distributed during the State Shoot.  Noreen has the State Shoot pins and was able to save 28 cents a pin this year.  They will still be individually wrapped and 

made in the USA.  She has the A.T.A. pins for 2018 and she will print up brick coupons 

for the trophy room to pass out.

The board discussed the drone video produced by Detty Outdoors last year.  They agreed to have the video playing during the State Shoot…possibly at a couple of locations.

The board recessed for lunch at 11:47 a.m. and resumed at 12:35 p.m.

Secretary Snively asked the Board for any further revisions, additions or corrections for 

the State Shoot program.  The full page, color ad for Cardinal Center that the O.S.T.A. pays for in the program, has not been delivered to the printer. Noreen will follow up with Luke to get their current ad.  Noreen informed the board that the target price had to be increased due to the White Flyer price increase that occurred after the last board meeting.  

If there are any other corrections/changes, Noreen will need to know by Monday as the paper draft arrives Monday and requires that she sign off before it goes to print.  Noreen shared the magazine ads that were placed in Trap & Field and Trapshooting USA.

Noreen advised the Board that currently, 12 gun clubs have entered the Champion of Champions competition.  All 12 have received a letter of confirmation of their scheduled event(s) and the date(s) as well as the rules and result forms.  Noreen will see that Tonya receives the results from the qualifier shoots for the spreadsheet.

Secretary Snively will make posters to promote the Monday events.  Kay’s Upholstery (Kay Mueller) is a new sponsor for Monday. Mrs. Schlichter will again take charge of Ladies Bingo.  Kevin Dawson & Dean Lansing will again be in charge of the corn hole competition.  Dave Schock will touch base with them and he will also pick up the shells for the event.

John Mueller has ordered the golf carts required for the State Tournament.  Noreen has new signs for the carts and will give them to John on Sunday (or Monday). 

Jeff will drop off at the museum the daily entrants for the Foundation Gun Give-Away.  Two people are needed for the daily draw.  Noreen has a foam core announcement board on an easel for the CEB.  The winners names will be posted along with the gun they have won and it will be near the classification area.  Michael Blair will be available every evening for the 50/50 drawing.

Noreen has updated the website as needed.  She has not received a photo from Director Gioffre so his picture will not be in the program, or on the web site.  She will have All-Ohio Team certificates and pins for the Thursday evening presentation.  White Flyer is providing the members with White Flyer hats and windbreakers.  It is hoped that White Flyer will be able to provide a bag for each team member to make distribution easier for the board, and the recipients.

President Gormley and Vice President Caplinger will distribute vendor and sponsor hats all week and not wait until the final days of the shoot.  

There was a real infestation of mice in the museum which means they are probably throughout the vendor building.  Noreen notified Cardinal Center and also arranged for a pest control specialist to meet with Luke ASAP.

At 1:10 p.m., Jeff Mueller moved that the Association meeting be adjourned.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously.
