OHIO STATE TRAPSHOOTING FOUNDATION

APRIL 6, 2019- CARDINAL CENTER - MARENGO

The Foundation Chairman, Dennis Filo, called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.  Secretary Snively called the roll and the following Officers and Directors were present:

O.S.T.A. President Robert Caplinger, Vice President & SW Zone Director Tim Hunsaker, Treasurer Courtney Haning, NW Zone Directors John Mueller and Tony Gioffre, SE Zone Directors Steve Corwin and Ed Detty, Past President and NE Zone Director Doug Gormley, NE Zone Director Ron Arter, Youth Director Dave Schock, Museum Director Betty Peterson, A.T.A. Delegate & SW Zone Director Michael Blair, and 1st Alternate A.T.A. Delegate Roger McNamer.  Second Alternate A.T.A. Delegate Clyde Findley was unable to attend due to illness.
Everyone reviewed the minutes from the February meeting.  Doug Gormley moved to accept the minutes as written.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously.

Treasurer Courtney Haning reported a balance of $45,685.82.  John Mueller moved to accept the Treasurer’s report.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously.

Betty Peterson has ordered 400 blinders with the O.S.T.A. logo for the youth shooters.  Tony Gioffre offered to sponsor the project with a donation of $500.00.  A pianist has been hired to play at the Hall of Fame reception on Thursday evening of the State Shoot.  Kenny Berger has again donated two cases of wine and Middletown Sportsmen’s Club will be returning as the beer sponsor.  Betty purchased an electronic picture frame for the museum.  Secretary Snively put her in contact with a gentleman named Larry Smith from Rio Grande, Ohio, who was in possession of an old barn full of trap history.   Betty was able to purchase a glass ball thrower and a collection of glass balls for the museum.  She is working with Mr. Smith to acquire more items.  Betty will have a trapshooting squad mannequin display representing the following shooters:  Joe Hiestand, Peter Streuber, Emerson Hoblitt, Helen Cone and Lee Davidson.
Luke and Jake joined the meeting representing Cardinal Shooting Center.  Steve Corwin has arranged for installation of fifty 85-foot poles to accommodate the new shot curtain.  Cardinal will be the largest facility in the country with a shot curtain.  The curtain panels are 32 feet and a sample was provided for the board to inspect.  This is a major project, but completion is anticipated by the Buckeye Open.
Noreen has arranged for a 20 x 30 tent for the Thursday evening festivities at the cost of $335.00.  President Caplinger will cancel the order (within 24 hours) should the weather look promising.

The coaches meeting was held at Moulton Gun Club and 17 teams were represented.  
Hancock County won the MidwayUSA drawing.  Dave Spradlin was voted the coach of the year.  Coach Spradlin started the Moulton SCTP team and they have done very well.  Noreen prepared a certificate and frame for Dave to sign and present during the State Tournament.  The first youth shoot for 2019 was held at WPAFB.  It was a rainy day, but 
78 kids participated.  The minutes of the meeting, an updated team list of 30 teams, and the 2019 youth schedule are all available on the OSTA website.
The Board considered the 8 scholarships applications that were received by the March 15th deadline.  The voting board members were able to review the applications prior to today’s vote.  Two applications were disqualified because they did not contain all the required information.  After discussion, the board agreed to uphold the $8,000 budget set at the previous board meeting.  It was the consensus of the board to award one $2,000.00 scholarship, two $1,500.00 scholarships and three $1,000.00 scholarships. 
Secretary Snively provided the board with a flyer for the Blaser youth fundraiser and an updated Hall of Fame committee list.  Noreen reminded the board of the importance of selling the $90.00 Kubota option – saving $30.00 on all 12 events.  The option can be done at cashiering but will also be available at a table outside the CEB. 
Dennis Filo asked if there was any more old or new business.   Being none, Tony Gioffre   moved to adjourn.  With a move to second, the motion passed unanimously, and the meeting was completed at 11:24 a.m.
